You can buy a dog with small

hair, if you cannot pay attention towards the grooming of your dog.  If you buy a dog with an intention to get a pet then you should select a dog breed

that does not require any specialized training. For a small home, a small dog should be bought. You should also ask your dog adoption centre about

the characteristics of your selected dog breed. You should always choose a dog breed that matches with the characteristics of your family members.
